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4. Assembly of machine

1.

Unpack all parts and check that they are all there.

2.

Fit the lower frame between the two lugs on the main
unit. Fit on side and then flex the other side of the frame
until it fits over the opposite lug.

3.
Fit the middle frame using the bolt and nuts supplied.
See picture.

Fit the upper frame using the bolts and nuts supplied.

Check that the cables do not get stuck between the
frame parts.

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5. Assembly of grass collector box

1.

Assemle the grass collector box by pressing the lid
onto the box. When it clicks, the lid is fittet
correctly..

2.
Attach the grass collector to the main unit by
hanging it on the hooks.

6. Oil and fuel

Always check the oil before starting the machine.
Place the machine on a even surface.

Remove the oil stick and wipe it with a clean
piece of paper.

Put the olil stick back into the hole to check

the oil level. It should be over minimum and never
over the maximum. Fill if necessary.

Attach the oil stick again.

Amount of oil: 0,1 |

Recommended type of oil: SAE 10W-40 or SAE 30

Change the oil at least once a year or for every Dip Stick
50 hours Location

Note ! As this is a 4-stroke engine the oil must
not be mixed with the gasoline..

Fuel Cap

Use ordinary un-leaded fuel, octane 95.

Never tank, if the engine is hot or runs.
Never tank more that up to the max. level.

If the gasoline is more than 30 days old, replace
it with new fresh gasoline.

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7. Air filter
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The air filter is a foam filter, which is maintained
by washing it in warm soapy water.
Rinse in clean water and leave it to dry.

Add a few drops of engine oil SAE 10W-40 / SAE 30.
Press out surplus oil and fit the filter.

Check that the filter is fitted correctly before start.

Never use the machine without the filter.

8. Height adjustment

Air filter.

Stop the engine and remove the spark plug cap.
Adjustment must be carried out on an even surface

Remove the grass collector box to allow easier
access to the adjustment screws.

Loosen the knobs on both sides of the adjustment
bar.

Lift the handle to make the main unit tilt forward. Find
the correct adjustment and tighten the knobs.

Adjust the height using bothe hands ensuring
that the knobs are at the same height when
tightende.

Put the grass collector box back on the hooks

The cylinder may also be adjusted but this should
only be done by a Texas dealer.

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9. Blade cutting adjustment

Remove sparkplugcap before adjusting blade.

To adjust he blade tighten the 2 nuts on the blade
shield.

To check for correct adjustment, insert a piece of
paper between the blade and the cutting cylinder.
When the cutting cylinder is turned by hand the
paper should be cut cleanly.

Blade is already adjusted from the factory.

Only adjust if necessary. Use the included tool for
this purpose.

10. Start/stop

Check the level of oil and gasoline. Tank if
necessary.

Press the carburetor pump 5 times(if is a clear plastic
ball). The pump is places below the choke.

If the engine is cold, the choke is be set to ON.

1. Set the switch on "ON”"

2. Press the Safety Release Button and hold the
Operation Lever in half way.

3. Pull the start cord until the engine starts.
4. Activate the cutting cylinder by pressing the
Safety Release Button and the Operate Lever.
When the engine is warm (after approx. 1 min.)

the choke should be turned OFF.

Stop by releasing the handle.
And set the switch to “OFF”

Always make sure that the cutting cylinder has stopped rotating before you empty the
grass collector or hold your hands close to the knives.

11. Using the machine

Before mowing ensure that the area is clear of stones or other objects, that may damage
the mower or cause injury.

Start by mowing around the edges of your lawn, then cut the centre area in stripes. See
below.

During the growing season mow the grass twice a week. The grass will be weakened if
more than 1/3 is cut away at one time.

The machine should be turned off before removing the bin for emptying.

Do not overload the machine.

If you hear the engine change pitch dramatically while mowing it may be overloaded.
Change the cutting height. Push more slowly when cutting thick grass.
You get the best result if you use the machine in dry and not too long grass.

Therefore cut the grass regularly.

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12. Maintenance

Check for any faults such as loose or damages blades, loose fittings and worn or damages
components.

Clean the machine using a soft brush or cloth. Do not immerse in water.
Do not use the machine on wet ground.
Do not use the machine on concrete, tar macadam or other rough surfaces.

Do not use the machine for picking up things.

13. Storage

Before storage remove the spark plug cap and remove the spark plug.

Add a few drops of SAE 10W-40 / SAE 30 to the cylinder. Pull the starting cord a few times
to make the oil get into the cyllinder. Fit the cylinder again.

Place the machine on the side and clean the blade area. Remove all grass and debris
using a wooden or plastic implement. Clean the exterior of the machine using a soft brush
or cloth. Do not use water, solvents or polish.

Store the machine in a dry place and oil the blades.

Do not place objects on top of the machine.
