Open the packaging and take out the equipment with
care. Remove all packaging materials.

Check that the package contents are complete.

Inspect the equipment and accessories for transport
damage. If possible, please keep the packaging until the
end of the guarantee period.

Fig. 2 — Connecting the suction coupling

Connect rubber sealing, coupling piece, clamp ring
fastening clamp and suction hose. Use a sturdy or
flexible 1” hose (max 6 m long). When a suction hose is
used, it should have a durable structure and should not
be bent. The hose must have a sufficient length and may
not exceed the maximum suction capacity of the pump.
In this case, the pump achieves its optimum
performance if not placed too far from the surface of the

water supply. The duration of the self-suction depends
on the length of the hose for the water supply.

Fig 3 — Connect water filter

The filter which meets the requirements of the water
pump must be attached with a fastening clamp to the
end of the hose for the water supply.

Before starting the pump, the filter must be securely
attached to the end of the hose for the water supply. The
filter holds back all contaminations which block the
correct flow of the water and may cause damage to the
drive. Properly install the connections of the hose as well
as the fastening clamp in order to avoid air leaks and a
drop off in the performance of the pump. A loose hose
for the water supply limits the water pump's
performance. Loose or less solid connections of the
hose for the water supply reduce the performance of the
water pump and the unlimited suction capacity.

Figure 4 — Connecting the drain hose

In the same way as with the suction hose, a drain hose
(not supplied) must be fitted to the drain coupling (11)
First fit rubber sealing, coupling piece, clamp ring,
fastening clamp to the drain hose. Use a sturdy or
flexible 1” hose, maximum 20 m long.

Operation.

Fuel

1. This product is equipped with a 4-stroke engine.

2. Always use unleaded gasoline (minimum octane 95)
3. Use aclean,approved gas can.

4. Do NOT use a gasoline mixture that is more than 90

days old, as it can cause problems starting engine.
Do not store the same gasoline in tank for more
than 30 days.

5. Always drain tank prior to long-term storage.

Allow engine to cool for at least 2 minutes before
fuelling.

Remove filler cap slowly. Place on a clean surface.
Carefully pour fuel into tank, avoiding spillage. Replace
and tighten filler cap immediately. Wipe up spilt fuel.
Always switch engine off before filling. Never pour fuel
into a machine that is running or when engine is hot.
Move machine at least 3 meters away from filling site
before starting engine.

Qil

Before operations always read the instruction manual
carefully and check the machine before operating.
Please always use quality gloves, foot, ear and eye
protector.Make sure that the pump is placed in a safe
and stable position.

Before starting the machine, ensure the crank case is
filled to the top of the neck with either SAE30 or 10W30.
This water pump has no oil added to the engine from the
factory. Fig. 5.

Before operating the pump it must be ensured that the
pump is sufficiently filled with water so that it is flushed.
Open the plug and fill in water until the upper limit. Fig. 6

Make sure the handle and safety features are in good
working condition. Never use a machine that is missing a
part or has been modified outside of its specifications.

Placement of the pump:

In order to achieve the best pump performance, the
pump must be placed close to the water surface. Use a
suction hose which is as short as possible. This allows
the pump to provide the best performance with a
minimum expenditure of time for the self-suction. The
duration of the self-suction is the time which the pump
requires to convey the water to the suction head during
the first operation. Do not forget: The higher the drain,
the lower the flow quantity at the drain. The type and the
size of the suction and drain hoses may have a
considerable effect on the pump performance.

The performance of the drain in respect to a certain
altitude is always higher than the performance of the
suction or drain with respect to a certain altitude. It is
therefore important that the suction hose is the shortest
part.

After use (Fig. 7):

Clean the internal part of the pump. In order to remove
dirt and residues, it must be washed with clean water.
Then unscrew the lid of the water drain in order to
completely drain the water. Finally, the lid must be
reattached.

Start/Stop

When oil is filled in/checked, the water pump must
stand down flat on ground!

Check the oil level on the dipstick. Fill oil so oil level is
exactly between the 2 marks on the dipstick. See Figure
11. We recommend to fill max. 80 ml. engine oil in.
Caution: Overfilling might damage the engine!
Always check the oil level before starting the motor.
Change the oil once a year or every 10th hour of
operation.

Use the correct oil for the specific time of year:

Over 20° C 10°-20°C Below 10°

SAE30 SAE30 SAE10W-30

CAUTION:

Never try to let the Pump run without water inside as the
pump will otherwise overheats. The extended use of the
pump without water, in a dry condition, may damage the
mechanical seals. If the pump runs dry, switch it off
immediately, let it cool down and then refill water into the

pump.

Always make sure that the pump stands securely and
stable.

How to start a cold engine:

1. Set choke lever (Fig. 8A) on N

2. Press the primer ball 5-8 times Fig. 8B

3. Move Speed control/throttle lever to "Highest speed"
Fig. 9

4. Pull the starter cord/recoil starter until the engine
starts.

5. Move the choke lever to I the drive position when
the engine is warm.

How to start a hot engine

1. Set the choke lever to I,
2. Pull the starter cord until the engine starts.

How to stop the engine

1. Move Speed control/throttle to "Lowest speed”
Fig. 9

2. Press the red stop button on the side of Speed
control/throttle.

If the pump has been used for draining water containing
chlorine from the swimming pool or for pumping of other
liquids, which result in deposits, you shall rinse and
clean the pump with water.

Sand and other grinding material wears on the pump
and reduces its capacity.

The pump must NOT be used for corroding, inflammable
or explosive fluids such as gasoline, petroleum, thinner,
grease, oil, salt and water from the toilet or fluids warmer
than 35°C.
