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1. Safety instructions

This manual holds vital safety instructions. Read the manual carefully.

If you sell the machine this manual must follow the machine.

This machine is built for children, but the manual is written for the adults who supervise the children. We
recommend that you go through the manual with your child and carefully explain all instructions and warnings

so that the child understands these.

Children differ in skills and judgement. Therefore some children are not able to use the machine. Adults should
always supervise the child’s use of the machine.

All information, pictures, and illustrations in this manual are based on the latest product information at the time
of printing. Texas reserves the right to make product changes without warning and without being obliged to
make the same changes to machines previously sold.

This ATV is a toy; but it may be dangerous to use.

An ATV handles differently from other vehicles including motorcycles and cars. A collision or roll over may
happen even during routine manoeuvres e.g. when turning, driving on hills or over obstacles, if you do not take

the proper precautions.

Severe injury or death may occur if you do not follow these instructions:

e Read the manual and labels carefully and follow the procedures described..
o Never use the ATV without proper instruction.
e Children under the age of 6 must never use the ATV.

e Never allow a child below the age of 16 to use the ATV without supervision and never allow a child to use
the machine if it does not have the abilities to operate it safely.

e Never carry passengers.

¢ Always avoid using the machine on streets, sidewalks paths and parking areas.
e Always use a crash helmet that fits.

e Protect your eye with either the face shield of the crash helmet or glasses..

e Wear solid clothing, including gloves, boots, long sleeved shirt or jacket and long pants.

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Never drive too fast. Drive with a speed that is proper to the terrain, the visibility and operating conditions.
Never make stunts such as driving on two wheels, jumps or other stunts.

Always inspect your ATV before use

Always follow the maintenance procedures.

Always keep both hands on the handle bar and both feet on the foot rests.

Always drive slowly and with extra care when driving in unfamiliar terrain.

Do not drive on very rough, slippery, or loose terrain before you have acquired the necessary skills to do
SO.

Always follow the proper procedures when turning. Practise turning at low speed and gradually increase
the speed. Never turn at high speed.

Never drive on hills, that are too steep for the machine or that exceed your skills. Practise on small hills
before you try the bigger ones.

Always follow the instructions for climbing hills. Check the terrain carefully before climbing a hill. Never
drive on hills med a slippery or loose surface. Lean your body forward, when climbing the fill. Never open
the throttle suddenly. Never climb hills at high speed.

Always follow the instructions for descending hills and braking on hills. Check the terrain carefully before
you go down a hill. Lean your body backwards. Never go down a hill at high speed. Always go straight
down a hill. If you go down at an angle you risk that the machine leans to one side or even tilts.

Always follow the instructions for crossing the side of a hill. Avoid hills with very loose or slippery surface.
Lean your weight towards the hill. Never attempt to turn on a hill, before you have reached the capability on
even surface. Avoid driving on steep hills if at all possible.

Always follow the proper procedures if you stall or roll backwards on a hill. To avoid stalling, maintain a
steady speed when you climb a hill. If you stall or tilt backwards you should follow the procedures for
braking. Get off the machine on the side closest to the hill. Turn the machine around and remount.

Always check for obstacles when driving in a new area. Never try to drive over obstacles such as large
rocks or fallen trees.

Newer drive on slippery surface such as ice unless you are extremely careful. Drive slowly.

Never go through fast flowing water or deep water. Remember that wet brakes function badly. Brake
several times to dry the wet brakes.

You should always make sure that there are no obstacles or people behind the machine when going
backwards. Always go slow when in reverse.

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Always use the Correct size and type of wheels. Check that the tire pressure is correct.

Never use improper spare parts or accessories.

Never exceed the load of the cargo of the machine- Reduce speed if you carry any load. The load must be
securely fastened. The distance for breaking is greater when you carry a load.

The combined weight of the driver and load must never exceed 60 kg.

Chain That the chain has a proper tension and is well lubricated.
That the chain is not word or damaged.

Springs That the springs are adjusted to the weight of the driver.

General condition That bolts and nuts are securely tightened. That the are
no rattle sounds when the engine is running. That there is
no evidence of damage.

Failure to inspect the vehicle before start may be hazardous.
If you do not inspect and maintain your ATV you increase the risk of injury or damage to your machine.

Operating this ATV with improper tires or with improper or uneven tire pressure can be hazardous. If you use
improper tires or improper or uneven tire pressure you may loose control of the ATV. This will increase your
risk of accident. Always use the size of tires, tire pressure and type of tires as stated in the specifications..

Overloading the ATV can be hazardous. This may result in changed handling of the vehicle whick may lead in
accidents.

To stop the vehicle release the gas (6) and then brake smoothly with the brake. (4). Now turn off the engine.

A

Braking while turning may be hazardous. Use of the brake while turning will result in sliding or tilting of the
machine. Use the brake to reduce speed before you turn.

Braking hard on slippery surfaces can be hazardous. The ATV may skid and get out of control, if you brake too
hard. Apply the brakes lightly and with care on slippery surfaces.

Operating the parking brake lock when the ATV is moving can be hazardous. The rear wheels may lock,
causing a skid or an accident. Use the parking brake only after you have stopped the machine.

5.2. How to turn

To turn the vehicle the rider must use the proper technique. Because this vehicle has a solid rear axle, both
rear wheels always turn at the same speed. This means that if the rear wheels are getting equal traction, the
vehicle will tend to move straight ahead. This is because the rear wheels will travel the same distance. For the
vehicle to turn, the outside rear wheel must travel a greater distance than the inside real wheel. To make this
happen, the rider must create less traction for the inside wheel, allowing it to slip somewhat. This allows it to
travel a shorter distance than the outside wheel. This happens even though both wheel are still turning at the
same speed.

To turn the vehicle use the following technique:

Move your body weight forward and to the inside of the turn. Turn the handlebars while looking in the direction
of the turn.

Use the same technique as described above but lean further into the turn. This prevents the vehicle from
tilting. If your ATV starts to tilt you should lean your body weight even further into the turn while gradually
reducing the turn, gradually reduces the speed and if possible making the turn wider.

It may be hazardous to turn in the wrong way as this may lead to collision or tilting.

Always follow the proper procedures for turning as described in this manual. Practise turning at low speed
before applying more speed. Never turn at high speed.

6. Chains

The condition and adjustment of the chains should be checked every time the ATV is to be used.

A

Failure to inspect the chain before use can be hazardous.
Riding with the chain in poor condition may lead to accidents.

Be sure to inspect and maintain the chain before each ride, according to the guidelines. See 7. Maintenance.

7. Forward / reverse

The ATV is equipped with a forward and reverse gear placed on the middle console.

When the upper part of the
button is pressed, the ATV
goes forward.

If the lower part of the
button is pressed the ATV
goes backwards.

Gear

The ATV has two speeds. You change speed by pressing the button placed
below the left front wing.

8. Maintenance

8.1.Inspection of the chain

Check the chain for:
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Loose pins.

Damages rollers.

Dry or rusted links.
Kinked or binding links.
Excessive wear

If you find anything wrong with the chain, the problem must be solved before you use the ATV.

Damage to the chain means that the sprockets may also be damaged..

Teeth Worn teeth

Check for worn or broken/damages teeth.

Contact your local dealer, if you find problems with the sprockets.

8.2. Maintenance of the chains

Clean and lubricate the chain as follows:
1. Clean the chains in luke warm soapy water. Rinse with clean water.

2. Leave the chains to dry. Then use a chain spray to lubricate them.

8.3. Adjustment of the chains

This is done like as follows:

1. Dismantle the chain shield.
2. Loosen holts.

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3. Adjust the slackness by moving the gear or the engine forward or backwards..
4. When the correct slackness is found the bolts must be tightened again.
5. Check the brakes. If necessary you must adjust the braking cable.

A

Failure to inspect the slackness of the chains before use could be hazardous.

Too much slackness may cause the chain to come off the sprockets and lead to injury or damage to the ATV.

8.4. Cleaning the ATV

Wash your ATV every time you have used it.

Wash carefully using an ordinary garden hose and soapy water. Never use high pressure.

Avoid getting water onto the electrical parts.

Wipe the engine dry with a soft cloth.

After washing the ATV you must check the brakes, as wet brakes are less effective than dry brakes.

Follow the procedures in the section “Inspection before use” to inspect the ATV for problems the may have
arisen after last time it was used.

9. Serial number

It is necessary to know the serial number of your ATV in case it is stolen.

The number is stamped into the frame under the left front shield.
