Remove all foreign bodies from the area before use. Stone, glass, branches,
etc. can damage the accessory. Check that all bolts on the machine are
tightened.

Never pick up or carry a machine while the engine is running.

Gear selector

Move the gearselector sideways to change gear.

Make sure the clutch handle are not activated when changing gears.

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for example, a tree or wall. Always exercise extra precaution when backing up or moving the
machine backwards.

Do not overload the machine. Always use it with care.

Note that the handlebar may vibrate during operation; therefore it is recommended not to use
the machine for longer than 2 hours in every session.

Wheels

The wheels are fitted with a kind of differentiale; this means that the machine is easier to turn.
Note when activating the clutch handle the shaft needs to turn to grab the rim of the wheel.
Depending on the start position of the shatft, it can take up to one whole turn before it grabs
the rim. With the effect that over the first few meters, the machine will drive unevenly to left or
right.

Alternatively mount the wheel on the shaft in between the 2 pins on the rim.
See fig 19, 20.

Cleaning

The machine should be cleaned after use. Use a garden hose to wash off soil and dirt. The
chassis number should only be cleaned with a damp cloth; otherwise there is a risk that it
might be erased. Avoid using a high-pressure washer during cleaning.

Always stop the motor before cleaning.

Maintaining

The engine must be stopped when carrying out maintenance and cleaning operations, when
changing accessories and when being transported by means other than under its own power.

Always stop the engine before doing maintenance work.

Engine

The machine is delivered from the manuafacturer without oil or petrol.
Remember to fill engine oil before using the machine.

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Storage

Follow the procedure below when the machine is to be left unused for a long period. This will
ensure the machine has a long service life.

Use your garden hose to wash off any soil and dirt. The chassis number should only be
cleaned with a moist cloth otherwise it may be damaged. Avoid using a high pressure cleaner
for cleaning. Clean the machine with a damp cloth so all the surfaces are clean. Wipe the
surface with an oily cloth to prevent rust.

You should always store your machine in a clean, dry location.

Never store the equipment with petrol in the tank inside a building where fumes can reach an
open flame or spark.

Allow the engine to cool before storing in an enclosed space.

To reduce the hazard, keep the engine, silencer and petrol storage area free of vegetative
material and excessive grease.

Replace worn or damaged parts for safety.
Due to high sound pressure replace faulty silencers.

If the fuel tank has to be drained, this shall be done out doors.

Transportation

If the machine is still in the carton provided from the manufacturer, it can be moved by lifting
in the two handles on each side of the box.

If the machine is assembled, the consumer can move the machine by using the transport
wheels fitted on the machine. Push the handlebar downwards, until the accessory is clear of
the ground, then push or pull the machine.

When transporting the machine by car, make sure it is securely fastened.

. Check whether the V-belt is defective.
. Make sure that the belt coupling is adjusted correctly.
